DISCUSSION - Item No. 3

Rezone both sides of Lake Avenue from Walnut Boulevard to the West 15" Street intersection, from
R-3/Two Family Residential District, C-1/General Commercial District & M-1/Light Industrial District
respectively, to C-1/General Commercial District. (REQUESTOR: City Council)

Proposed Ordinance: Not Available

COMMENTS:

* The purpose of this request is to establish consistency and eliminate approving spot zoning;

* City Solicitor said a portion of the area has been in the H-1/Harbor Historical District for the last
few years; and that the new zoning will supersede H-1 zoning;

* City Solicitor noted the order in which this issue should be handled: request legislation; refer

legislation to Ashtabula City Planning Commission for review and recommendation; set public
hearing to review Planning Commission recommendation(s);

* The proposed change on the east side of Lake Avenue is to Laird Avenue (specifically the
former Harbor High School property);
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*

City Manager said the Planning Commission reviewed the zoning map located in Pre-Council
Chambers where the Commission meets; it did not list the area in question as H-1; therefore
the Planning Commission was not aware of the H-1 zoning when making their recommendation
to approve the request; the Planning Commission will have to reconsider given this new
information; and he believes C-1 zoning along the Lake Avenue stretch is good;

Mr. Ron Kister, 1444 Morton Drive: said some of the properties “at the top” of the area of the
Lake Avenue/West Avenue/Carpenter Road intersection are M-1/Light Industrial. (e.g. Lake City
Plating), and that he is not sure what the zoning is outside the area of West 15" Street south;
City Manager said Lake City Plating, if zoned M-1, would be grandfathered if a change in the
zoning is approved;

Mr. Kister said even if grandfathered in they could not sell the property because it would have
the new zoning status; the Manager said they could sell it if they applied for a Special or
Conditional Use Permit;

Everything on the east side of Lake Avenue from Laird Avenue to West 15™ Street is M-1 so
Lake City Plating should not be affected;

City Manager will make sure the zoning map is updated;

Mr. Kister said his plaza on Lake Avenue is zoned M-1 and will not meet the proposed new C-1
requirements;

City Manager said some residents are concerned with Lake City Plating operating at their
present location because of the chemicals they use. He said they are a good corporate citizen,
and if they sought to expand it would be the decision of the Planning Commission and
ultimately the City Council to grant or deny their request, neither of which want to turn away
business. It was suggested that perhaps Lake City Plating could be encouraged to consider
relocating to the Route 11 Industrial Park which is currently empty.

ACTION:
This rezone request was submitted to the Planning Commission for review and recommendation at

their Thursday, November 15, 2012; and was approved at said meeting (minutes attached).

Today, the Solicitor reported part of the requested area is in the H-1 Harbor Historical District, which

detail was not known when first considered by the Planning Commission. Therefore, the Clerk of

Council shall resubmit the request and the new information to the Planning Commission for

reconsideration and recommendation; and for the first time to the Architectural & Restoration

Review Board, for review and recommendation.

The Manager will ensure the map is updated for their review.

Closing Remarks: The President announced legislation corresponding to items number 1 and 2 above
are scheduled to be voted on at this evening’s Regular Council meeting.
